WHAT CAN WE D0?

We can strengthen communi-
ty resilience by focusing on the
needs of people most at risk of
losing their homes and most
vulnerable to the ravages of en-
vironmental disaster.

One way we are doing this is
through our new Home Repair
for All program. Low-income
homeowners learn to care for
their homes together, receiving
free access to our calendar of
classes, our shop space, our ma-
terials, and our delivery services.
